Following America’s Got Talent, Fator inked a deal with the Las Vegas Hilton to do three
shows a month from January to May of 2008. Following his shows at the Hilton, Fator
signed a five year deal with The Mirage for an astounding $100 million a year. Currently,
Fator performs nightly to sold out audiences at the Terry Fator Theater in the Las Vegas
Mirage.
